6)Mobile Medical Clinic -the School Bus is parked at Paul Hauraney’s house for now, Tom + Paul brought it back from Belleville on Thurs Sept 6. One of the Ottawa volunteers plus helpers plans to come and remove the seats next week. Lyall has some experience working in medical clinics in the North which are similar in size to the school bus (27’ X 8’). He has volunteered to talk to Doug Black and draw up a rough plan for the clinic. 

John has contacts in Sharbot Lake HS and they have an excellent fabric program maybe they would like to take on making curtains for the bus?

Regan – Smiths Falls hospital is being gutted, materials and equipment may be available. He will take the ‘wish list’ and find out what is available.

$10 000 has been raised for the mobile medical clinic by the Ottawa group. The bus was donated, but we paid $1000 fro repair costs. We still have $9000. Cost of driving the bus to Guatemala is estimated at $4000.
Al, Huguette, Camilien, Regan, Erika have all volunteered to help with retofitting the bus

Carbon Offset Credits – Jim was not at the meeting to report on any progress finding a Carleton student to collect data on the GSP stove so that it can be certified with one of the carbon offsetters. Huguette volunteered to do any communications in French that may be necessary.
